v. 10 he does mention their pause in financial support, but then commends them for resuming it.
How sweet it is when churches lend financial support to their missionaries. This sent-love does not go
unnoticed with our God, for He puts fruit to the account of such churches, v. 17. We notice that
contentment can be had with or without adequate finances, bless His holy Name!
