Please pray that our vehicle holds up until  the end of deputation & for continued safety as we

travel.  We drove >7k miles in November & December. 

Praise the Lord we are done with part 1  of 4  for Jen obtaining dual citizenship. We have been

working on this for over 6  months! Because the initial  process is complete, we anticipate the next

steps to go by quickly & smoothly. Please pray that it does!  

The Phil ippines was recently hit by a Category 5  super-typhoon. Mill ions were affected & 375

people have died, with many more stil l  missing. Many bridges were destroyed leaving communities

completely cut off from the passage of basic necessities & supplies. Some places are completely

out of over-the-counter medicine, water & electricity. Shortly after Typhoon Odette, Mindoro (the

island we are praying about serving in) was also hit by an earthquake with a magnitude of 5 .   We

have begun to ship some of our supplies to the Phil ippines already. These boxes include medical

supplies, LifeStraws (straws which fi lter water on-demand as one drinks),  a Berkey water fi ltration

system, & a Jackery (solar-powered generator).  All  these supplies were gifts generously donated

by churches & individuals throughout the past year. Please pray that our boxes make it  the

Phil ippines safely, as it can take 3-6  months to arrive. We know these supplies wil l  be needed &

used greatly in our ministry there.
