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Dear Pastors and Prayer Partners,


Greetings from Texas. We have been on the road now since the end of July. Our two oldest 
children have been able to experience being on their own for almost two months. They are 
doing well. We have been in Tennessee, Mississippi, Louisiana, Oklahoma, and Texas these 
past two months.  We have a mission conference this week, and then we head to Alabama for 
a church planting conference.  Lord willing, we will be home for about a month after that.


We plan to get as much done to our single wide as possible in that month so our kids can 
move in by November. We want them to live in it for at least a month or two while we are still 
here in the States, so if they have any initial problems, we will help them adjust. It is a 
significant change for them and us. They need your prayers as well as us.


In our last prayer letter, we mentioned that we were considering waiting until the New Year to 
return to Ghana. We have since discussed it with our pastor.  We also looked into the cost of 
tickets around November and the New Year.  Our pastor advised us to wait until the New Year, 
plus the tickets are also cheaper. So we have purchased our tickets, and we fly back to 
Ghana, January 4, 2022. They were a little over $3,000 for the three of us. If you would like to 
help us with the cost of the tickets, mark your gift “Kenney airline tickets” when you send it to 
our mission agency.
