We started in California & have

made our way across the US to Michigan, Connecticut, & are now in Florida. 

If our kids look a l ittle rough or act a l ittle . . .different, just know that they’ve been in the jungle the past 2

years & now .. .they’re homeschooled. They took their shoes off going into Barnes & Noble haha!

While we were stopped in Oklahoma, we were invited to tour Heartland Baptist Bible College [HBBC]. Prior

to the tour, we were in dire need to do laundry (hence Tommy in a plain white T-shirt to the right).  While

there, Tommy started speaking a l ittle bit to the owner, Mr. Vu. He showed Tommy pictures of himself

during the Vietnam War & we learned that he was a POW for 7 years after the war. Tommy shared the

gospel with him, but Mr. Vu had a hard time understanding. When we got to HBBC, they had tracts in 3

languages; English, Spanish, & Vietnamese! We took a couple of each tract and after the tour, went back

to the laundry mat. Mr. Vu had left for the day, so we left it with the worker there. GET THIS! The worker

only spoke Spanish! So we left a Spanish tract for him & a Vietnamese one for Mr. Vu! We will  pass by OK

again at the end of furlough, & we intend to return to follow-up with these two men. 

Meeting with these two men really cemented the need for learning languages, so that when sharing the

gospel,  we are able to speak to people in their heart language.
