items for our church, like chairs and a coffee maker.

The church will be called Iglesia Bautista Sabiduria de Dios, (Wisdom of God
Baptist Church), and it now has a Facebook page in progress and a location
on Google maps. We are looking forward to the weeks ahead as we continue
setting up the building and spending time on the street inviting people to our
new church. At the moment, | am looking at starting the first week of
September, so please be in prayer as we have a lot to do in the next few
weeks.
