December remained busy. Our Kids English Time Christmas party also had 24 attendees, and for the first
time we needed extra parking from neighboring buildings. Some parents have shown interest in visiting a
Sunday service, and we are praying the Lord continues to work in their hearts. Our Christmas service and
American-style lunch were also well attended, with nearly every seat filled.

Another blessing has been a Brazilian man attending for several months. Though raised around church,
he had never clearly understood the gospel. After sharing the gospel, he said this. “I have never heard the
gospel put this way before.” He decided to study it personally and on December 7th told me he was ready.
He knelt and trusted Christ as his Savior, and it has been encouraging to see his growth.
